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Good Shepherd School 5th grade volleyball squad 
wins twice, remains perfect 

Good Shepherd’s 5th grade girls’ volleyball team 
made quick work of two opponents last week in 
O’Donnell Gym to remain perfect on the season, with a 
3-0 record. 

The Rams opened the week on Wednesday 
(February 17) with a 28-26, 25-14 win over Gateway 
and then capped it off on Friday with a 25-11, 25-12 
win over Holy Cross. 

Serving streaks in both matches helped Good 
Shepherd to victory. Jordenne Farley and Summer 
Laird each served for nine points in a row, Sara Patz 
— arguably the hardest server among 5th grade teams 
in the county and quite possibly the hardest server in 
our entire program — served for seven in a row, and 
Winnie Swiencicki and Maya Drechsler each for six 
in a row  

The 8th grade girls volleyball team lost for the first 
time this season after two wins. It is also the first loss 
for the Class of 2010 since the girls were in fifth grade, 
a string of 23 matches without a loss. Though that 
streak is over, the streak of championships is not as 
the Class of 2010 has won three championships in 
three years. This year the girls are out to make it four 
in four years. 

The Rams started strong against Salesian on 
Thursday (February 18), winning the opening game 
25-12 behind 21 combined service points from Alicia 
Castro (eight), April Harlamoff (seven) and Claire 
Conway (six). However, things didn’t go so well in the 
next two games as Good Shepherd had trouble 
sustaining serve — no one had more than three 
consecutive service points — and lost 25-13 and 15-9. 

The 7th grade girls volleyball team dropped to 1-2 
for the season with a 27-25, 25-10 loss to Salesian 
earlier in the day. 

Caroline Robles was at the service line for eight 
points and Shahnaz Ghahrameni for six in the match 
for the Rams. 

The 6th grade girls volleyball team split its two 
matches, beating Holy Cross 25-20, 25-16 on 
Wednesday but losing to Gateway 25-10, 25-19 on 
Friday. 

Against Holy Cross, Coach Emily Slatter noted that 
Jacqueline DePedro did an excellent job of attacking 
and calling the ball. Team successes included Natalie 
Linneman's and Anna Erickson's wicked serves — 
Linneman closed out the second game with 10 service 
points — and Ashley Livingstone making some great 
bump assists. 

Against Gateway, standouts included Cati Bianchi 
and Caitlin Slatter, each serving for four points, while 
Gina Devencenzi, Gabi Espinoza and Victoria 
Yassa impressed with some great volleys.
